Then, at the end of the month or year, they can quickly see a list of their major accomplishments, their ‘Achievements,’ to find out if they’re making progress on the things that matter most to them.”
The ability to handle To-Do’s is also a great feature of iAchieved. According to Canfield, “As we were developing iAchieved we realized that an app like this could, in addition, be quite useful for handling To-Do’s that have a specific deadline. For example, simple matters such as “Change Oil on the Ford Fusion,” “Deadline for City Sticker,” “Change the Furnace Filter,” or, “Has Editor Replied?”
“We’re really happy to be able to offer such a unique and useful app to iPhone and iPad users,” says Canfield, “and encourage everyone to give it a try. They should see for themselves how it can help them to see what’s actually going on in their lives!”

iAchieved was initially released as “What I Did,” but the name was changed to iAchieved with the release of version 2.0 in April of 2018.
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Pricing
iAchieved uses the freemium model. So, users can download the app for free to see if the like it. After they have entered 20 Items, they will can purchase a subscription via IAP of three years for $4.99.
